It was established since 1973 behind El Wafaa and El Amal Association in the core of the Egyptian capital, 25 km from Cairo International Airport, to provide you with an integrated work environment for your project.
Site Benefits

Nasr City Public Free Zone is located at the top of Mehwar Al-Shaheed (Martyr Axis) highway leading to the Ring Road around the Egyptian capital, which connects it to several maritime ports and the different governorates throughout the country.
The Zone is located at 25 km from Cairo International Airport, the largest central airport in Middle East and the Mediterranean, to serve the passenger traffic and shipping goods to various countries around the world. It is located at 125 km from Sokhna Hub Port on the International Maritime Road (Suez Canal) and the Red Sea to serve the trade activity from and to the Gulf States, Southeast Asia, and Eastern and Southern African countries. It is located at 220 km from Alexandria Port on the Mediterranean coast to serve the trade activity from and to the EU Countries, United States, Canada and the Americas.
Surrounding environment
The location of Nasr City Public Free Zone, next to El Sefarat District in the core of the Egyptian capital, gives it the advantage of the availability of human cadres who have various types of qualification, training and skill, which enables your project to make use of those cadres at competitive prices. This has resulted in the occupancy of all spaces available for investment to establish new projects or for the horizontal expansion of its projects as a result of the growing demand by investors to establish their projects on it. However, this full occupancy did not prevent launching new projects through vertical expansion on the spaces on which the current projects in the Zone are established, which resulted in the development of project performance and doubling the size of its business.

How to reach us?

Dear investor, you can use your own car or a taxi once you exit from Cairo International Airport to reach the administrative building of Nasr City Public Free Zone, behind El Sefarat District in Nasr City, taking any of them as follows:-
· Take Orouba Street until you reach Atef El Sadat Square (El Galaa Armed Forces Club).
· Then go left across the road to Almaza Airport until you reach Thawra Street, where you find the end of Almaza Metro Station.
· Then go right across El-Nasr Rd. to Al Sa'a (Clock) Square in front of Workers University in Nasr City. 
· Then go left and take Abbas El-Akkad Street for after the International Park until the Engineering for the Petroleum & Process Industries Company (ENPPI).
· Then go left and take Zakir Hussein Street until its intersection with Pepsi-Cola Factory Street in Nasr City, next to El Sefarat District, and then go right until its end.
· Upon the entry of Pepsi-Cola Factory Street until its end, you will find El-Sefarat District on the right and the administrative building of the Authority branch, where there is the headquarters of the Free Zones Affairs Sector behind El-Sefarat District, next to the entrance of Nasr City Public Free Zone.
To get to the headquarters of the Zone behind El-Sefarat District, you can also use public transportation lines, from the city center, described as follows:-
· Public Transport Authority's bus No. 710 (El-mazalat / Ramses / Abbassia / 7th District / Al-Tob Al-Ramli).
